We believe the Bible to be the verbally inspired Word of God, inerrant in the original writings.

The Holy Scriptures are the foundation of Christian faith and practice. They are not the product of human invention, but of divine inspiration. God breathed His Word through human authors, who, though writing in their own style and context, were guided by the Holy Spirit to write exactly what God intended (2 Peter 1:21).
Because the Scriptures are inspired, they are inerrant in their original manuscripts—without error or contradiction. As God’s Word, the Bible is authoritative, sufficient, and trustworthy. It reveals who God is, what He requires, and how man can be reconciled to Him.
The Bible is not just a record of history but the living Word of God that speaks today. Hebrews 4:12 declares that it is alive, active, and sharper than any two-edged sword, cutting deep into the soul. For the believer, Scripture is food for growth, light for guidance, and the standard by which truth is measured.
To disregard the Scriptures is to disregard the voice of God. To honor the Scriptures is to honor God Himself.

We believe that there is one God, and that in the unity of the Godhead there are three persons: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost.

Christian faith begins with the truth that there is only one true and living God (Deuteronomy 6:4). He is eternal, self-existent, all-powerful, all-knowing, and everywhere present. Unlike the gods of the nations, the God of Scripture is not made with human hands nor confined to temples (Acts 17:24–25).
Yet within the oneness of God exists a Trinity—three co-equal, co-eternal Persons: God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit. Each is fully God, sharing the same divine nature, yet distinct in role and relation.
· The Father is the source and sustainer of all (1 Corinthians 8:6).

· The Son, Jesus Christ, is the eternal Word made flesh, who reveals the Father and redeems mankind (John 1:1–14).

· The Holy Spirit is the Comforter, indwelling and empowering believers (John 14:16–17).

The Trinity is a mystery beyond full human comprehension, but it is revealed clearly in Scripture. At the baptism of Jesus (Matthew 3:16–17), the Father spoke from heaven, the Son was baptized, and the Spirit descended like a dove—one God revealed in three Persons.
The triune God is worthy of all worship, honor, and obedience. He is holy, just, merciful, and loving, calling His creation to know Him and glorify Him forever.

We believe that man was created in the image of God in innocence, but that he voluntarily sinned, incurring physical death and spiritual death, which is separation from God. All human beings are born with a sinful nature and are sinners in thought, word, and deed.

Man is unique in creation, for he alone was made in the image of God (Genesis 1:26–27). This means that humanity was created with the capacity for relationship with God, endowed with reason, morality, creativity, and eternal spirit. In the beginning, Adam and Eve were innocent, without sin, walking in fellowship with their Creator.
Yet man misused his freedom. In the garden, Adam willfully disobeyed God’s command (Genesis 3:6). Through that act of rebellion, sin entered the world, and with it came corruption, suffering, and death (Romans 5:12). The image of God in man was marred—not destroyed—but distorted by sin.
From that moment forward, every human being has been born with a sin nature (Psalm 51:5). By nature and by choice, all sin against God (Romans 3:23). This sin separates us from Him, leaving us spiritually dead (Ephesians 2:1). Apart from God’s intervention, man cannot save himself nor restore his relationship with his Creator.
Understanding man’s fallen condition is essential because it reveals our desperate need for salvation in Christ. If man were merely sick, education or morality might be enough. But because man is spiritually dead, only the grace of God through Jesus Christ can bring life (John 5:24).

We believe the Lord Jesus Christ became flesh, born of the Virgin Mary. He died for our sins as a substitutionary sacrifice and that all who believe in Him as personal Savior are “born again” and are justified on the ground of His shed blood alone. Jesus Christ arose from the dead on the third day in the body in which He had been crucified, and He ascended into Heaven in that same body, glorified, where He ever lives to intercede for the believer.

At the center of Christianity stands the person and work of Jesus Christ. He is fully God and fully man (John 1:1, 14), the eternal Son of God who humbled Himself to take on flesh through the miraculous virgin birth (Luke 1:35). Unlike all others, He was without sin (Hebrews 4:15).
The work of Christ is the saving act of God accomplished through His death, burial, and resurrection. At the cross, Jesus died as our substitutionary sacrifice (Isaiah 53:5–6). He bore the wrath of God that we deserved, reconciling us to the Father and making atonement for sin once for all (Hebrews 10:10).
Justification comes not through human effort but by faith in Christ’s blood alone (Romans 5:9). When we believe, we are “born again” (John 3:3) — made alive spiritually and declared righteous before God.
On the third day, Jesus rose bodily from the grave (1 Corinthians 15:3–4). His resurrection is the guarantee of our future resurrection and the ultimate proof of His victory over sin and death. Forty days later, He ascended into heaven (Acts 1:9–11), where He now intercedes for us as our Great High Priest (Hebrews 7:25).
The gospel is not merely an event in history but a living reality. Jesus Christ is alive, reigning, and soon returning. To know Him is eternal life (John 17:3).

He bears witness to the truth of the Gospel and is the agent of the New Birth. He seals, baptizes, endues, guides, teaches, witnesses, and helps the believer.

The Holy Spirit is not a force, power, or influence — He is a divine Person, fully God, equal with the Father and the Son. He is eternal (Hebrews 9:14), all-knowing (1 Corinthians 2:10–11), and active in creation (Genesis 1:2).
The Holy Spirit’s work is central in the plan of redemption. He:
· Restrains evil (2 Thessalonians 2:7) until the appointed time of judgment.

· Convicts of sin, righteousness, and judgment (John 16:8).

· Regenerates the sinner — making him born again (Titus 3:5).

· Indwells the believer permanently as the seal of salvation (Ephesians 1:13–14).

· Baptizes believers into the body of Christ (1 Corinthians 12:13).

· Empowers (endues) for witness and service (Acts 1:8).

· Guides and teaches into all truth (John 14:26; Romans 8:14).

· Helps and comforts in weakness (John 14:16–17; Romans 8:26).

The Spirit’s role is to glorify Christ, never Himself (John 16:14). He is the One who makes the truths of Scripture alive in the believer’s heart, producing holiness and fruit (Galatians 5:22–23).
A Spirit-filled Christian life is not optional but essential. Without the Spirit’s work, there is no conviction, no new birth, no sanctification, and no power for mission.

The evidence of salvation is seen in repentance, faith, and newness of life.

Salvation is the gracious work of God whereby He delivers sinners from sin and its consequences and grants them eternal life. It is not achieved by human effort, morality, or religion but is entirely the gift of God’s grace (Ephesians 2:8–9).

· Regeneration (New Birth): The sinner is “born again” by the Spirit (John 3:3). Spiritual death is replaced with new spiritual life, making us partakers of the divine nature (2 Peter 1:4).

· Justification: By faith in the shed blood of Christ, the sinner is declared righteous before God (Romans 5:1, 9).

· Adoption: Believers are given the right to become children of God (John 1:12).

· Sanctification: The ongoing work of God that transforms the believer into the likeness of Christ (2 Corinthians 3:18).

· Glorification: The final stage of salvation when believers are made perfect in the presence of God (Romans 8:30).

The evidence of salvation is seen in a transformed life. Genuine faith produces repentance from sin and results in obedience, holiness, and love (2 Corinthians 5:17; James 2:17).
Salvation is both a present possession and a future hope. We are saved, we are being saved, and we shall be saved — all because of the finished work of Christ.

The doctrine of the resurrection affirms that death is not the end of human existence. Just as Jesus Christ rose bodily from the grave, so all people will one day be raised from the dead (1 Corinthians 15:20–22).
· For the righteous — those who are in Christ — resurrection leads to eternal life in God’s presence. This is the believer’s blessed hope: a glorified body, free from sin and corruption, fit for eternal fellowship with the Lord (Philippians 3:20–21).

· For the unrighteous — those who reject Christ — resurrection leads to judgment and eternal separation from God in the lake of fire (Revelation 20:14–15).

The resurrection is universal but divided: the resurrection of life and the resurrection of condemnation (John 5:28–29). This truth underscores both the glory of salvation and the seriousness of rejecting God’s offer of grace.
The believer’s resurrection is a source of hope, courage, and endurance. Because Christ has conquered death, Christians need not fear it. Instead, they look forward to eternal joy in God’s presence, knowing that “death is swallowed up in victory” (1 Corinthians 15:54).

We believe in the “blessed hope,” the personal, premillennial (pretribulation) and imminent return of our Lord Jesus Christ; that all believers will be caught up to meet the Lord in the air before He appears in visible form to set up His Kingdom on earth.

The return of the Lord Jesus Christ is central to the believer’s hope and motivation for holy living. The Bible describes two phases of Christ’s coming:
1. The Rapture (Imminent, Pretribulation):

 Christ will descend from heaven, and believers — both the dead in Christ and those alive at His coming — will be caught up to meet Him in the air (1 Thessalonians 4:16–17). This event is often referred to as “the blessed hope” (Titus 2:13).

2. The Revelation (Visible, Post-tribulation):

 After the Great Tribulation, Christ will return visibly and bodily to the earth, His feet standing on the Mount of Olives (Zechariah 14:4), to establish His millennial kingdom of righteousness, peace, and justice (Revelation 20:1–6).

The imminence of Christ’s return means He could come at any moment. Believers are therefore called to live in watchfulness, purity, and readiness. For the unbeliever, His return will bring judgment; for the believer, it is the completion of redemption and the beginning of eternal reign with Christ.
The Second Coming reminds us that history is moving toward a divine conclusion: Christ is King and will set all things in order.
